Guidelines for the 
Saint Report

When you get Confirmed, the Bishop will say, “N, Be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit.” That ‘N’ stands for a name which you choose symbolizing your adulthood in the Church. You may choose any saint name (it must be of a recognized saint), 
or use your baptismal name since it expresses the relationship that exists between Baptism and Confirmation. If your baptismal name is not that of a recognized saint, a new name should be chosen for Confirmation.


Names of saints are chosen to serve as patrons and models for those being confirmed.  Candidates should choose a patron saint because of the attractiveness of their Christian life.  Candidates should also choose a person to be interviewed based on their respect and/or admiration of that person.  Remember, these are saints in your midst and will act as spiritual guides and role models for the rest of your life.  
1) Report should be typed or handwritten in nice cursive.

2) Length should be at least 2 pages double spaced.

3) There will be a 5 minute in-class presentation of your report.

What to include:

a. Saint’s Name and Feast Day 
b. Name or derivative you have selected to honor your special saint.

c. Facts about your saint such as birthplace, occupation, years they were alive, family, etc.

d. Important events in your saint’s life that helped shape who they were and why they have been canonized.

e. What are they specifically honored for and what are they the patron of, including how the saint is a model for Christians today.

f. What virtues did this saint practice in his/her life.
g. What aspect of this saint’s Christian life attracted you.
*Remember that your Confirmation Saint is someone who you look to as a Christian model.  Try to pick a saint who may have had the same interests or did something that inspired you.
